Tips

Glass from window panes, or ornaments must be wrapped and placed in the rubbish bin.

When recycling, please remove lids of containers. These can also be recycled, but are generally not made of the 

same material, so should be seperated from the container.

As a rule of thumb, if plastic is soft enough to scrunch in your hand, and does not go back into it's original shape, 

it CANNOT be recycled

Packaging with a recycling symbol does NOT always mean that it can be recycled, e.g., shopping bags, 

polystyrene CANNOT be recycled with our recyling service
