The purpose of this report is to receive submissions made under Section 223 of 
the Local Government Act in relation to the sale of Unused Road Reserve on 
Horseshoe Bend Lane and Euroa Strathbogie Road, Kelvin View, and to hear any 
submittors who wished to speak to their submission.

Background
Following Council’s decision of April 15, 2014 to give public notice of intention to 
discontinue the road and sell the land, at valuation, to the adjoining owner, 
submissions were invited, with a closing date of Tuesday May 20, 2014 at

After many years of passing these, two lots of land and seeing the change in usage and 
now \vc know the buildings, fencing and other infra-structure is on public land and 
distinction of the old growth forest that has accrued around the development and the only 
way nf fixing the problem, from (Ire shire’s point or view, Is to sell the two parcels of‘ 
land to the adjoining developer.

When the first planning permit was Issued many yeais ago f was shown the plaint arid 
layout and the location on the land, but now without advertising changes to the planning 
permit we have a major problem. The duty of care for almost 10,000 rate payers was 
thrown out the window, This whole selling of the land, is to fix up a major mistake and 
should have been fixed a long lime ago.

The landowner, should be mutle, to comply with stale and local government rules and 
planning permit control or docs (his mean “do what you want now, we will fix it up later'’ 
policy.

Forget the environment nod the old trees that went on their land and the shire's land or 
what the visitors of the shire think let alone the rote payers that go past it think, 1 *m not 
against development hut there is a system in place and this is not the way to do it. The 
impact on the local area with the building and the late afternoon giare from the glass 
areas,when driving up the hill, (lie duty of care should have slatted when the planning 
pemiil was issued 3 to 4 years ago, not now. There should be a good long look at some of 
the decisions that were made then and who made them to be in this position now.

Now that the adjoining land owner has placed it on the market and the agent is suying the 
land is 8 acres and not the 3.5 acres. Has the nod been done already, to sell the land to the 
adjoining owner?

I feel as a rate payer of this shire (hat my rights have been undermined, as 1 have always 
got permits, had to inform my neighbors, and advertised in tire lucal paper of changes to 
the land usage and place sign's In state this on the boundaries.

We write to respond to the above Public Notice issued on tire Council website and put 
forward herewith our ‘objection’ in response to die notice.

Our family farm is located at 26 Wonnangatta Lane, Kelvin View, oft'Quails Lane. 
We have additional property located on die Buioa-Stralhbogic Rond without essential 
wool fanning equipment and facilities.

All sheep treatment and shearing is carried out at our WonnangaUn lame property and 
therefore Horseshoe Bend l-nne is utilised during the sheep droving and Imnspoilation 
processes between properties.

To remove litis access route will significantly increase the risk exposure to public 
rood users, our family members and employees during our droving and sheep 
Inuisporlation process,

The Quails Lane and liuron-Slrathhogic Road intersection lias a decreased level of 
advanced sighting and has nn increased average vehicular traffic speed compared to 
the Horseshoe Bend I,¡me and Euroa-Stmlhbogic Road intersection.

'The Quails Lane and Huroa-Stmthbogic Road intersection also provides for no area of 
safety on n blind coruei malting it difficult for persons and sheep to retreat on vehicle 
approach.

We request council to review the proposal and truly consider Ihe ‘Risk Management*, 
‘Financial / Budgetary9 nnd ‘Economic9 implications when making the decision in 
accordance with the Council members ‘due diligence1 requirements.

W e  w rite  as ratepayers at 152 Quailes Lane, Kelvin View
W e  have learned today by unofficial means that the Shire Is considering the closure and sale o f the  portion of 
Horseshoe Bend Lane to the south-east o f Quailes Lane. W e have received no advice o f this proposal from  the Shire. 
W e  object to any such proposal,
Continued access to that section o f Horseshoe Bend Lane Is particularly im portant fo r the school children who live 
on Quailes Lane, The junction of Strathbogie Road with the subject road is the only safe place for the school bus to  
stop. There Is no safe place near the Quailes Lane intersection.
Farmers use Quailes Lane to move livestock on foot onto Strathbogie Road towards Strathbogie, Having stock 
em erge suddenly onto Strathbogie Road from  the Quailes Lane cutting could not be managed safely - there is no 

space betw een the road and embankm ent for stack to move.
The Horseshoe Bend la n e  corner, on the other hand, has a full road verge w idth to  the fencellne all the way.
Neither of these problems affects us directly but w e  use the section o f road frequently because o f the safer entry 
to /fro m  Strathogle Road when w e travel tow ards/from  strathbogie and Kelvin View.
Having had a long connection w ith  the local CFA we are also conscious of the limited options for escaping fire from  
Quailes Lane. The narrow cutting giving access to Strathbogie Road could easily be blocked by fire.
The Horseshoe Bend Lane exit is much m ore open,
Fire on Quailes Lane v/as a significant issue in the big Christmas 1989 fire,
W e urge the Shire to  abandon this proposal because of all the safely Issues Involved.
