Summary

The purpose of this report is to receive submissions made under Section 223 of
the Local Government Act in relation to the proposed naming of a new road
through privately owned land to provide access to properties at Mount Tenneriffe.
It provides connectivity to a crown land reserve containing a well formed roadway
at least up to a dwelling on Crown Allotment 9A (see attached map).

Background

Following Council’'s decision of September 16, 2014 to give public notice of
intention to name the road Tenneriffe Road, five submissions were received. All
submitters were against naming the road Tenneriffe Road, proposing the
alternative of Tuan (Track or Lane).

The submitters concerns are:

e Potential for increased traffic flow and parking issues
e Mistaken opinion that Mount Tenneriffe can be accessed from this road
e The road ends at a private gateway with little maneuverability for traffic

That Council receive the submissions and consider them at the Ordinary
Council meeting of December 16, 2014.

The naming of the road with “Tenneriffe” in the
title would in my opinion be ill advised as people would presume they can easily access Mt Tenneriffe from this
carriageway, and for those that know the access point, it is a very difficult accent from this side. If the council want
people to access Mt Tenneriffe then access should be made via Jefferies Road and maybe a car park facility could be
then incorporated (this maybe a discussion for another day).
